Answers: 1-A — The Jewish calendar is a
predominantly lunar calendar, so to our compensation
is not a leap year but a leap month, Adar I1; 2-A, —
Purim, though raucous and fun, is a celebration of
being saved from the brink of destruction 3-A —
There’s much disagreement on this, but an awful lot of
evidence linking it to actual events in Persia (now
Iran); 4-D — In Hebrew it’s Oznei Haman — Haman’s
ears; 5-C — Shalach-monos, in Yiddish, this custom is
a delightful way to get to know neighbors and surprise
friends. Also part of the Purim customs are matanot
la-evyonim, giving gifts (charitable donations actually)
to the poor. “Pur” means a “lot,” as in a lottery; and
Hiddur Mitzvah is the custom of embellishing a ritual
or ritual object to make it more beautiful; 6-A- In
Hebrew, we call them “Raashanim:, noisemakers.
